Dear Colleague

We are writing to request that you nominate and support Democracy Alliance candidates the 2014 National Executive Committee elections to continue leading our union.

Under the leadership of the Democracy Alliance – an alliance between Left Unity and the PCS Democrats - PCS’s strength and reputation as a fighting, campaigning, democratic union has been strengthened.

The Democracy Alliance led NEC has campaigned tirelessly against the |Government’s austerity programme which is a sustained attack on jobs, pay, terms and conditions, along with increased workloads and privatisation.

Working together with reps and members the Democracy Alliance NEC has achieved negotiated settlements which have protected members interests, including protecting many thousands from compulsory redundancy.

The Democracy Alliance NEC does not underestimate the sheer scale of the government’s attacks and recognises despite the union’s hard campaign work it has not been possible to stop all the government’s attacks. But by continuing to fight hard and campaign it is clear concessions can be won. 

The current NEC will be challenged by right wing candidates of the old discredited “Moderate” grouping rebranded as 4themembers. They believe there is no alternative to the cuts and that your union should do nothing but accept the attacks on terms and conditions. They spend more time attacking their own union than the employer. The government would see it as a green light to step up their attacks even further if they were elected..

Given the scale of the challenges we face a strong, determined leadership is crucial. It is vital the Democracy Alliance is once again returned to lead the union and defend members interests.
